· Work with other groups, individuals or businesses to try new ways of doing things

· Take steps to involve new older people in the activity/project

· Have a lasting impact once the investment money ends

Who can apply?
Individuals, groups of friends or neighbours, community groups, registered charities, social enterprises or businesses can apply for this funding.  Please see Appendix 1 at the end of this application if you are applying as an individual or informal group. 

What can I apply for?

You can use the following form to request up to £2,000 to support your idea.  
Your investment can go towards a wide range of costs including running activities or useful equipment or training. Please see Appendix 2 for what we cannot pay for.

Appendix 1 – Definition of constituted groups and how we will try to work with unconstituted groups. 
A constituted group is a group of people who come together with a common aim. The group is run on a voluntary basis and is set up as an organisation in its own right with a management committee, constitution (an agreed written document setting out the aims of the group and how you intend to work for the benefit of the community,) and its own bank account.
If you are applying as an individual or an informal (unconstituted) group, we will not be able to pay any money to a personal bank account.  If you are successful in getting an investment, we will discuss with you the best way of making a payment. For example, you may ask a constituted group to use their bank account to pay in the money received or we may be able to buy equipment or hire a room on your behalf.  

We may also discuss public liability insurance or safeguarding policies and good practice with you depending on the nature of the activity or event that you wish to undertake – this may incur costs which you can include in your project costs.

Appendix 2 – What Ambition for Ageing Funding cannot pay for:

· Costs that are unrelated to Ambition for Ageing activities
· We don’t usually pay for trips for existing groups. 

· We don’t usually pay for running costs of existing groups
· Any costs that someone else is paying for, if in cash or in kind (you cannot fund things that are being paid for elsewhere – for example, if you have been gifted free use of a meeting room, this cannot be charged to the project)

· Funds to build up a reserve or surplus, whether distributable or not

· General appeals or endowments

· Anything you start, spend money on, or agree to spend money on, before we confirm our funding (with our specific written consent, such items may on occasion be funded retrospectively)

· Major building or refurbishment work, unless we have agreed that this is absolutely necessary to the delivery of your project. 
· Buying land or buildings 

· Activities that are statutory obligations

· Loans or interest repayments

· Religious or political activities
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
